Adopted July 9, 2009
The UUCCI Board of Trustees authorized the following standing committees:

Sunday Services

The Sunday Services Committee shall be responsible for planning, coordinating, and conducting the Sunday Services. This includes planning speakers and topics, music, readings, format – all elements associated with the Sunday Services.

Membership Committee
The Membership Committee shall be responsible for developing and maintaining the membership base, including the facilitation of relationships within the organization and the management of membership data. This committee shall be responsible for welcoming new and prospective members, visitors, and guests, and informing them of the basic UU principles and the structure and operation of our organization.

Religious Education Committee
The Religious Education Committee shall be responsible for providing programs and functions which are consistent with the long-range objectives of liberal religious education and Unitarian Universalist principles. Activities and programs for children, youth, and adults are included.

The Religious Education Committee shall be responsible for carrying out a program for the children and youth of the congregation. The committee shall be responsible for selecting curriculum and objectives for the programs and selecting, supervising, and assisting the teaching staff.

The Religious Education Committee shall also be responsible for planning and conducting informal programs for adults, including lectures and discussion groups. This committee shall be responsible for identifying the educational interests of the members and planning related programs.

Building and Grounds Committee
The Building and Grounds Committee shall be responsible for the care of all UUCCI buildings and surrounding grounds, including the planning, coordinating and execution of all maintenance required to the building and grounds. This committee shall provide leadership in addressing long-range facilities planning.

Strategic Planning Committee
The primary goals of the Strategic Planning Committee will be to:

1) Objectively project and monitor the range of growth that UUCCI may experience over the next five to ten years, and

2) Identify changes needed in UUCCI to maintain or improve the spiritual experience of its membership during the transition, and to

3) Work with the Board of Trustees, the various UUCCI committees and the membership at large to approve and implement the necessary changes.


Adopted August 13, 2009
The UUCCI Board of Trustees authorized the following ad hoc committees:

Caring Network
The Caring Network will express the love and compassion of the congregation toward members and friends by providing spiritual and emotional support during times of celebration and tribulation.

Memory Walk
To organize the efforts to execute the plan for the Memory Walk.

Audit and Oversight
To annually verify cash, investment, and other significant account balances and to verify that all appropriate tax forms have been filed.

Special Events
To schedule, organize, and oversee special events held by and for UUCCI.


Adopted September 10, 2009

The UUCCI Board of Trustees authorized the following standing committees:

Finance Committee

The Finance Committee, working with the Treasurer, shall be responsible for maintaining and managing the financial matters of the organization with the assistance and guidance of a third party administrator (currently Mission Management Services), including budget, income/expenses, pledges/donations, etc. All fund-raising activities, including the annual stewardship campaign, shall be coordinated and managed by the Finance Committee. The Finance committee shall provide leadership in addressing long-range financial planning. This committee shall report to the Treasurer.

Social Responsibility Committee

For the purpose of prophetic outreach, the Social Responsibility Committee creates opportunities for the congregation to connect with local and global communities through social action programs. The committee solicits and generates ideas, researches community needs, acts as primary contact, organizes volunteers and collects money or other resources for donations. With UUCCI input, the committee decides what organizations or groups (whether local, global, or UUCCI-related), will receive monthly collection funds.
